· Forms are due Feb 10th by e-mail to wthcon@gmail.com or printed out and handed to convention staff

· Please be aware that submitting a form for the geek auction does not guarantee that you will actually be in the auction. As we have limited time, there are a limited number of slots in the auction. 
· You can be part of a group, and it generally (but not always) turns out better than going solo
· If you have a good gimmick it is much more likely that you will be chosen to be in the auction
· Tell your friends. If someone is interested in the auction, let them know so they can fill out a form by the deadline.
· Remember that this is for the children. We will be donating all proceeds of the auction to Child’s Play, an organization founded by the creators of Penny Arcade. They donate games, books, and toys to children in hospitals.
· All you are required to do is have ONE DANCE with your purchaser. 
Gimmicks:

Successful gimmicks in the past include:

-Cosplaying. We’ve had Aladdin, Prince Zuko, Harry and Draco, Malcom Reynolds, Dr. Who, and more.

-Doing Something. We’ve had someone demonstrate their skills in swing dancing with a dance partner. Others have played musical instruments or performed a song. Comedy is also good. So are cookies.
